Post Mount
Instructions

For use with pre-built panels up to 4' high only

Mounts any 3-1/2" x 3-1/2" or 4" x 4" vinyl post to a wood
or concrete surface.

How To Install Sturdistand

Note: It is important to keep a straight line in each direction
with the set backs from the outer edge 2" to 3" in from the
edge

Wood: Using the under plate for a template, drill 5/16"
holes. Using 2-1/2" x 5/16" hex head bolts, from the top
down, line up bottom plate and secure.

Note: if underneath of porch or deck is inaccessible, predrill
a 3/16" pilot hole and secure with a 3/16" x 1-1/2" or 2"
lag bolt. If building new, put a 2 x 8 cleat between the joist
wherever there is going to be a post and secure with a 3"
lag bolt.

Concrete: Do not get close to the edge, stay in at least
2" 1o 3". Use bottom plate for template (there are many
types of concrete anchors including: lead shields, epoxy,
plastic, red head, etc.) any one of them will work, follow
manufacturer’s directions. Bolt size should be 5/16".

The important thing to remember is to use a carbine tip
drill bit made for drilling concrete, cement or sandstone
and keep your drill plum (180°). Sturdistand is 40" high.

Slide the post over Sturdistand and tighten the 1/2" bolt
until it is snug. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN it will pull the
post out of square.

Slide base moulding over post to cover bottom plate —
base moulding sold separately

Leveling: Most decks are built perfectly level. Where
porches and concrete pads are built with a slight grade to
allow water to roll off, use 5/16" flat washers between the
bottom of the stand and the deck or floor to level.
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
